The occasion celebrates hearty

novels, cheesy literature and tender poems and ingesting culture! Books may be of any style or size,

but must be made entirely of edible material.

Accepted books must be delivered to BAUHAUS 196 Orchard Street tel 212-477-1550 (one block

south of Houston) on April 1 by 6 p.m., fully assembled and ready to eat.  All books become the

property of  The Center for Book Arts, and will be photographed for the festival archive. Keeping

with the tradition of the edible book festival to serve as a fund raiser for literary associations and

book arts centers, the works of the 2004 festival will be sold in a silent auction open to the public

starting at 6pm to support The Center's educational programs. The Center for Book Arts, a not-for-
